CAMEROON MISSION ðNOVEMBER /DECEMBER 2010 - Report By Andrew Baddeley 

After safely arriving in Cameron we stocked up 

with farm tools ready to embark on our journey to 

the villages, only to discover late rains had caused 

the roads to be extremely bad and virtually impass-

able. So in true African fashion, 18 of us, including 

all luggage made our way to the village of Tinto in 1 

Toyota Hilux!!!. Thanks to our skilled driver, many 

angels, your prayers and 7 hours later we made it 

through the rains and mud to our destination, Praise 

God!!!During the week we saw the blessing of God 

fall on the village of Tinto, it was amazing to see the 

transformation in the community as the Gospel did 

its work.  260 souls were saved; many were healed,  

particularly from body pains, as well as deliverance from oppression. Up to 250 people were able to       

receive free medical consultation and drugs, many of whom we were able to pray for, as well as lives     

impacted with the help of education from the Agric and Health seminars, Despite the extreme conditions 

we were able to travel by motorbike to the other village Ebweagwa where there hasnôt been an established 

church.   

After Elias gave some practical advice on       

farming we were able to give the remaining farm 

tools out to the people, George then preached the   

Gospel which to our amazement followed such an 

outstanding response, all 70 people rose with    

passion to receive salvation, a response such that I 

have never seen before. A local Pastor has been 

planted here to carry on the work that has been 

started in both these villages, please pray that the 

Kingdom of God continues to grow in this area of 

Cameroon.

UGANDA MISSIONðContinued: However, it was well worth the effort, just to see the childrenôs excitement at re-
ceiving these gifts. When you consider that many donôt even have shoes to their feet, let alone warm clothing for cool evenings. 

And their only toy may be an old bicycle tyre, if theyôre lucky! 

Thanks to all of you who so generously contributed in whatever way. We hope to be sending a new DVD   soon to all 

those who have supported SFM over the past year. Then you can see the childrenôs joy for yourself.  

The mission was three fold, and consisted of an evangelistic crusade, church conferences, and a visit to the children of           

Namatala. 

Mustard Seed Church, Namabasa. 

Namabasa is just beyond the slum area of Namatala, and has 

had a church presence there for the last four years. The work is 

led by Pastor Phillip a remarkable man. Although sent by his 

denomination to plant a church there, he was not given any 

practical or financial support. Thank God he wasnôt abandoned 

by the Lord, and there is now a small but thriving church there 

in Namabasa. The church building remains half finished, and 

there are no funds to complete the work. 

The Holy Spirit has forged strong links between us, and we 

will remain connected, hopefully returning next year. We 

would dearly love to help them complete the building work. 

During the day we held a conference for the church and leaders in the area. Many walked for miles in order to attend. It is     

difficult to express the impact that these conferences have on leaders. Their commitment to planting churches in rural areas takes 

huge sacrifice, and they receive little or no support. They are unable to attend the big conferences for leaders, and are often in 

need of a spiritual recharge. The Holy Spirit never fails to meet them and revive their faith and vision. On the final day Pat asked 

Pastor Phillip if she could pray with him. As they stepped aside she noticed that his face was glistening, and called us over to 

see. Before our eyes huge pieces of gold appeared over his face, neck and hands. The Lord was honouring this beautiful   servant 

of God, who just fell down on his knees and gave thanks. It was incredible! They had never heard of such a phenomena, and 

certainly were not expecting it. People were amazed as I relayed the story of the gold, and it occurred to me most of them would 

not even know what gold looked like! You donôt get much of it in the slums of Namatala! Apart from heavenly gold of course! 

During the evenings we held a crusade and saw a good number of people come to faith. They were all local people known to 

Pastor Phillip, and he and his people will continue to disciple them. I was thrilled that a number of the new converts to       

Christianity were Muslim women. One elderly man testified in the church the next day that his daughter who had converted to 

Islam a few years prior, had come back to the Lord. He was a Christian and it had broken his heart, now he was full of joy and 

thanksgiving to God. 

Broken Arcs 

Many of you may know that Pat Monks heads up the above organisation. During this mission Broken Arcs not only contributed 

greatly to the childrenôs gifts, but left funds for women to start up a sewing business. Supplying the machines, materials and 

rental payments on a workroom for a whole year. She also left funds for Child of Hope to pay for a social worked in the slum for 

a year! Praise God! 

Child of Hope School. 

Many of the gifts were given out at the school which was founded in the 

slum by Bex and Moses Okotel. They currently meet in a one room building, 

but hope to be able to move into their new school building in the New Year. 

They also need more funds to continue the work, and to  complete the  build-

ing. They are a truly remarkable couple with immense faith and vision. In a 

forgotten township, filled mainly with refugees who fled for their lives from 

the borders of Uganda and Sudan. The government give no aid, and people 

live in appalling conditions. Many of them seek for food from the rubbish 

heap on the edge of the slum, along with the animals and vermin! To see 

human beings reduced to this is more heart breaking than my words can ex-

press. Yet in the midst of such degradation, God has sent His servants and they are making a real difference. We plan to stay 

connected to Child of Hope and to do more work in the area.

BUBUMALI MISSION  The next part of the mission entailed a journey up 

Mount Entebbe! I was rather startled to see Pat unpack a fine selection of climbing 

gear, including a proper stick! It seemed a bit much! Until she reminded me that I had 

told her to be prepared to climb for about four hours!!!!! Oh dear! Sorry Pat, I was only 

joking! My friends will one day get even with me! 

So, um! A two hour drive in a four by four later, we arrived up the mountain to be 

greeted by an eager group of people. They had been waiting for us in the Church most 

of the day, and so we went straight in and began the conference! They gave us         

hospitality for four days and again we experienced a wonderful time of renewal! On the 

final day we did foot washing, no mean ófeetô!! Ha ha! With around 300 people in attendance. We were so excited to hear all the 

testimonies of healing, and the Lord chose to heal some as we bathed their feet. The vicar came to testify, rubbing his head he 

told us that he did not understand, but that the water, which was cold, became hot as he put his feet in the bowl. When he took 

his feet out of the water his feet became freezing cold. He could not even put his socks back on his feet. Pat had the               

interpretation of this phenomenon, but once gain the Lord was confirming His presence with signs and wonders such as we had 

never seen before! 

The poverty in the area of Bubumali was heart wrenching. The children had few clothes and some came barefoot and 

naked. We had some garments left which we gave out, and left more footballs for the children of the school! I donôt 

think that any of the children had ever played with a real football, and they were overjoyed by the prospect of a 

óproperô game of football!

Testimonies of Healing We listened to so many wonderful testimonies of healing during the whole of our time in Uganda.   

People were healed of a wide range of sicknesses and disabilities. Some of course, had no idea what had been wrong with them, 

as they had never been able to attend a Doctor and hence never been diagnosed. But they exclaimed that pain had now gone after 

months and even years of pain. Many, who had been unable to walk without pain, testified that they were completely healed and 

jumped up and down to prove it!  Various eye problems, including blindness were healed. A Pastor who came and then fell   

extremely sick with Malaria was healed instantly!  

Many people have come out of a life given to witchcraft in its various 

forms. As always we saw a number of people delivered from demonic 

oppression. This was particularly true as we went higher up the Mountain 

to a little church. So many gathered in that there was hardly room to 

move. It was obvious from the start that although the people wanted to 

follow Jesus, there was a ómixô. I preached on the importance of serving 

only the living God; explain that the sacrifice of Jesus had purchased our 

freedom, so that we may live as true sons of God. Then as Pat began to 

worship in the Spirit, we invited people to we invited people to come into 

His presence. Suddenly a number of the people began screaming out and 

manifesting. For a while it was a real battle scene. There is still much 

work to be done there to disciple the people in the ways of God. Please 

pray that the leaders will have strength and wisdom as they lead the peo-

ple more fully into freedom! We had been warned that the higher up the 

mountain, the stronger the demonic forces controlled the lives of the      

people, and it was certainly true! 

Recalling these things fills me with joy, the mission was hard both physically and spiritually whilst on the mountain (there was 

no water or electricity). We shared a room with rats! and some bed bugs made friends with me! I was also covered in mosquito 

bites and contracted a urinary tract infection. Spiritually we faced high ranking demonic powers. But worth the fight! We saw 

victory for the Kingdom, and many are healed, saved and delivered to the glory of God! The Church has been revived, and    

Pastors returned to their flocks with renewed passion! Thank you glorious Lord! Thank you for placing your trust in us to     

oversee this ministry, and for enabling us to reach the marginalised people of society. I am never more aware of the presence of   

Jesus, than when ministering to the poor, the widowed and the orphaned. They are of immeasurable worth in His sight, as are 

you.
